God creates physical laws…

The Laws of God are based on principles of Truth & Love enforced with consequences: 
Disobedience: guilt, depression, death, bondage, loss of privileges, sickness, rebellion, boredom. 
Obedience: peace, joy, life, freedom, privileges, health, purpose, satisfaction.

Do you find it a challenge to think of God as your Father because of pain you feel from 
your relationship with your earthly father?
