Change whatever needs to be changed and ap-

ply what God has been teaching you.  But don’t just keep it for yourself; 

share it with others who need it too.  

Day Five:  
 

“All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, 

correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may 

be thoroughly equipped for every good work.”—2 Timothy 3:16-17  
   

One question a lot of people have about the Bible is how do we know it’s 

accurate?  How do we know it hasn’t been changed?  How do we know 

some copyist somewhere didn’t add or subtract a letter that completely 

changed the Bible?  We know this because we have thousands of copies 

of the Bible, some dating back to within a few decades of the books being 

written.  And with the exception of spelling differences (the equivalent of 

how we spell color and the British spell colour) the Word of God reads the 

same.  There is no doctrine in question because any of this.  The Word of 

God is the same today as it was yesterday, as it was 2,000 years ago, as it 

was 3,500 years ago when God first spoke to Moses.  

   

Action step:  We know the Bible is unchanged and it is the Word of 

God.  That’s a great reason for us to read it, dig into it, understand it and 

apply it.  Continue to do it, so that you may be “thoroughly equipped for 

every good work.”

Day One: 

 

 “All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, 

correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may 

be thoroughly equipped for every good work.”—2 Timothy 3:16-17  
   

This is what the Bible is for.  This is what it’s all about:  “teaching, rebuk-

ing, correcting and training in righteousness, so the man of God may be 

thoroughly equipped for every good work.”  Reading the Bible is more 

than just reading a history book.  It’s not reading a novel.  It’s about 

equipping ourselves to live for God in everything we do.  This leads to 

two questions:  

   

Where it 

is easy and where is it hard?  

   

How are you equipping yourself?  

   

Action step:  The best way to equip yourself with the Word of God is to 

read it.  Take a book and start reading it and going through it (word of 

wisdom, don’t start off with Leviticus, Hosea or Revelation).  Journal your 

thoughts.  Go through it with a commentary (you can find some free ones 

at www.biblegateway.com or other places online).  Take some time to 

think and pray about a book of the Bible, and start reading through it to-

day.

Day Two:  

 

“They (the early Christians) devoted themselves to the apostles' 

teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to 

prayer”—Acts 2:42  
   

Some of this comes easy to us.  Fellowship— i.e., hanging out, who 

doesn’t like that?  The breaking of bread, who doesn’t enjoy a good 

meal with friends?  Prayer is usually a little harder, we can usually man-

age to fit some into our lives (even though we should be fitting our-

selves into God’s plan instead of the other way around).
